'Age Guidelines

Ages 14+ may participate in all Group Exercise classes without a parent or supervising guardian.

HIIT (High-Intensity Interval Training) workout consists of short bursts of intense exercise followed by brief periods of rest or low-intensity recovery

HYROX: functional fitness format for every BODY! It incorporates Functional strength training, High Intensity Interval training and Classic endurance.

HYROX PLUS: functional fitness format for every BODY! It incorporates Functional strength training, with cardio endurance PLUS targeted toning.

Chair Yoga: A gentle form of yoga done while sitting or standing with the support of the chair. Chair yoga poses are especially good for seniors and those who sit for long periods.
